COURSE OVERVIEW:

UNIT 1: OVERCOMING OBSTACLES: Short reading and writing tasks including:
· review of short answer techniques, different types of paragraphs, the writing process, and how to write a research report

· using a variety of reading strategies and written responses to demonstrate understanding of a variety of short texts which have themes of overcoming physical and social obstacles 
· the culminating task for this unit will be an APA formatted research report on an individual who has survived or overcome a significant obstacle

UNIT 2: CLASS NOVEL: Stones by William Bell
· reading will be done both in class and at home with a variety of short answer activities to check for understanding

· two comprehension tests at the end of Part One and at the end of the novel
· writing newspaper article  based on events in the story will be completed

· “ghost story” creative writing assignment will be the culminating task
UNIT 3: Drama: The Melville Boys
· In-class reading, dramatization, group discussion, script writing
· the culminating task will be a detailed comparison paragraph using the play’s characters

UNIT 4: INDEPENDENT NOVEL AND LANGUAGE SKILLS

· personal choice of a novel, approved by the teacher

· independent reading, journal writing

· language skills and comprehension skills 

· the culminating task will be a literary essay, a power point presentation and a media project
UNIT 5: MEDIA 

· analyzing advertisements and persuasive techniques

UNIT 6: Graphic Novel: Frankenstein
· Reading comprehension strategies, journal writing
CULMINATING UNIT (15%) AND FINAL ORAL EXAM (10%)
· the in-class component will be an issue based research report 
· the final exam will be during the exam period and will reflect the course as a whole
